I would like to support the attached claim for a Discretionary Housing Payment.

The claimant’s situation is such that they find themselves unavoidably liable for rent on two properties. This is because

However due to the constraints of the Housing Benefit Regulations, the claimant is unable to claim Housing Benefit on both properties.  

I understand that you are able to make a Discretionary Housing Payment to people on Housing Benefit or who have a Housing Costs Element included in their Universal Credit award who require some further financial assistance (in addition to the benefit or benefits to which they are entitled) in order to meet housing costs.

I believe that this claimant falls into this category and that their situation is not one that is excluded from a Discretionary Housing Payment.

I also believe that you are able to make a Discretionary Housing Payment up to the level of the full amount of the rent in respect of the property the claimant.
I am aware of other Local Authorities who make Discretionary Housing Payments, of the full amount of the rent that the claimant is living in for the period of the dual liability in such circumstances, sometimes by paying the DHP as a lump sum rather than weekly payments.
